


Lone Mountain Auctioneer
Claims International Championship

Butch Booker of Colfax, Washington,
served as Lone Mountain’s
auctioneer at their first production
sale in April. And so it’s a pleasure

to announce that Butch took home
the men’s division title of the

2008 International Auctioneers
Championship (IAC) at the 59th
International Auctioneers Conference
and Show in Nashville, Tennessee.

In this year’s competition, 74 men
and 22 women competed for the
coveted titles. Each champion
received a cash prize of $10,000 and
a trophy, and will now represent the
National Auctioneers Association as
its spokesperson throughout the year.
The competitors were judged on their
presentation, chant, voice quality,
body language and other elements of
effective auctioneering, as well as an
interview segment.

A second-generation auctioneer —
his father started the Booker Auction
Company— Butch Booker has

competed in every IAC competition
since 1993 and has eight first and
second runner-up trophies to show
for it. This year, Butch proudly adds

the TAC Championship trophy to his
collection. Butch has conducted over
2,500 auctions in 16 states.

He specializes in industrial and farm
machinery, real estate and purebred
livestock auctions.

Butch invited his son, Cotton, to
the stage to assist him in the IAC
Champion auction. With his son
standing by his side, Butch said,
“When I was a little boy, my dad
took me to auctions. My son does
the same with me. Auctions are our
life. It’s what we do for a living. It’s
what we love.”

Butch owns the Kincaid Real Estate
Company, and he and his family
reside in Colfax, Washington. He is
the son of NAA Hall of Famer, the
late D.L. Booker and Colleen
Booker. Butch will be the
auctioneer for the second annual
Lone Mountain Fullblood Wagyu
Production Sale, to be held at the
ranch on April 18, 2009.

Lone Mountain’s BR MS Takazakura
0652, Lot 1, produced 17 viable
embryos from her most recent flush
for buyer Ethan Vorhes. Sire of the
embryos was 14-Star LMR Yojimbo,

the highest selling lot of the spring
sale ($35,000).

Those are big numbers, considering
BR MS Takazakura 0652 has
produced 60 viable embryos from

six previous flushes. This healthy
flush makes 77 viable and successful
embryos to-date.

But it’s not just about quantity: She
has produced top-notch quality, too.
Of those flushes, BR MS Takazakura
0652 has produced two perfect
14-Star heifer calves, with eight

out of eight Feed Efficiency Stars.
She ranks in the top 22 percent for
marbling in the 2007 non-parent
EPDs calculated by WSU.

BR MS Takazakura 0652 flush,
which was Lot 1 of the first annual
LMCC Fullblood Wagyu Production
Sale in April, assured the buyer a
guaranteed minimum of four quality
embryos. This flush sold for a record

$16,000.
